Ashish Pandhanpands on 25" July 2018 at Electronicy and
Tclecommunication depantment. Prof. Visek Ratnaparkhi started inauguration with brief details
of topic and bio of the speaker. Mr. Ashish Pandharipande sir provided in depth details on
cognitive radio with its theory and practices. Total 124 students benefitted from the this guest

lecture.

Abstract:

T'he design of current generation wireless systems has been driven largely by the objectives of
supporting higher link data rates on the one hand and low-power, highly integrated radio devices
on the other. While this evolution will continue into the future, the next generation of wireless
systems will be based on new design paradigms as well with an increased focus on value-added
services. In this talk, we shall focus on cognitive radio systems as a new design paradigm and
indoor location-based services as a value-add on wireless systems. General principles that

underpin cognitive radio and indoor positioning technologies will be presented.

Ashish Pandharipande received the B.E. degree in Electronics and Communications

Engineering from Osmania University, Hyderabad, India. in 1998, the M.S. degrees in
Electrical and Computer Engineering, and Mathematics, and the Ph.D. degree in Electrical and
Computer Engineering from the University of lowa, lowa City, in 2000, 2001 and 2002,
respectively.
