SSGMCE, Shegaon is committed to providing a safe and conducive learning environment for
all its students. The institution has a zero-tolerance policy towards ragging, recognizing it as a
grave offense that undermines the well-being and dignity of individuals.
Objectives:
e To aware the students about dehumanizing effect of ragging.
e To keep a continuous watch and vigil over ragging to prevent its occurrence.
e To stringently deal with the incidents of ragging if noticed.
e To Prevent, Prohibit, and Redress any and all forms and instances of ragging in and
outside the college premises.
e To educate the students on the ill-effects of ragging and its consequences.
e To conduct awareness programmes on the menace of ragging, its impact,
consequences and redressal mechanisms available.

Definition of Ragging:
Ragging includes any act that causes physical or psychological harm, apprehension, or
embarrassment and is often characterized by teasing, abuse, bullying, or any other form of
harassment. It extends to any conduct that disrupts the regular academic and extracurricular
activities of a student.
Prohibited Activities:

e Any act of Indiscipline, Teasing or Handling with Rudeness.

e Any act that Prevents, Disrupts the Regular Academic Activity.

e Any activity which is likely to cause Annoyance, hardship, or Psychological Harm.

e Any Act of Financial Extortion or Forceful Expenditure.

e Any Act of Physical Abuse causing Assault, Harm or danger to Health.

e Any Act of abuse by spoken words, emails, SMS or public insult etc.

e Any Act of injury or infringement of the fundamental right to the human dignity.

e Any Act of Wrongful Confinement, Kidnapping, molesting or committing unnatural

offences, use of criminal forces, trespass or intimidation.

Possible Punishment:
e Cancellation of admission
e Suspension from attending classes
e Withdrawing scholarship and other benefits
e Debarring from appearing in any tests and examinations
e Debarring from representing the institution in any regional, national meet,
tournament, youth festival etc.
e Suspension from the hostel.
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
